        Kennel Club Breed Register; are of Senior or Advanced Status;      
have been vaccinated, microchipped and are ready to participate           
in the Pet Travel Scheme by the 25th September 2005.


Classes

Class 1 - Large Dog

For dogs measuring 43cm or more at the withers.

Class 2 - Medium Dog
Dogs measuring 35cm or more and less than 43cm at the withers.

Class 3 - Small Dog

Dogs measuring less than 35cm at the withers.

Senior Dog

Open to Dogs having won at least 2 first prizes, one of which must be an

Agility Class, at a licensed Agility Test (Elementary and Starter wins

excepted).

Advanced Dog

Open to dogs having a minimum of 4 wins at a licensed Agility Test,

2 of which must be gained in Intermediate, Senior or Open Agility (not

jumping) Classes (Elementary, Starter and Novice wins excepted).

Documents required

Handlers attending the Qualifier should be in possession of the following,

which will be inspected prior to the dogs competing.

a. Documents to prove that dogs are micro-chipped, vaccinated and ready to


 participate in the Pet Passport Scheme by the 25th September 2005.

b. Agility Record Book (obtainable from the Kennel Club Publications

   department, Price £1.50) completed as far as possible, to include

   qualification wins leading to Senior or Advanced status. Dogs not already

   having been officially measured and had their record book attested will be measured                     
on the day.
Qualifying Rules

There will be 4 rounds, starting with jumping, followed by agility, followed by

jumping with a final round of agility. The Qualifier will be held under F.C.I.

Rules and Regulations (copies can be obtained from Janet Daly, Shows,

Trials and Awards Department, The Kennel Club). A draw will be made for the

first three rounds (which must be strictly adhered to), the final round will be

in reverse order of positions at that time. i.e. last position dog first, down to

the leading dog, which runs last. (Bitches in season will be permitted to run

last in each class, but must be kept away from other dogs when not

competing).

Scoring

The number of points available for each class of dog, in each round will

depend on the number of dogs entered.

Points available will be calculated as follows:

Number in class x 50% = number of scoring places potentially available, e.g.

40 dogs in class x 50% = 20 places score, 10 dogs in class x 50% = 5 dogs

score etc.

The winning dog scores the maximum points available (using the examples

above this would mean for a class of 40 dogs the winning dogs would score

20, with the following dogs 19, 18, 17 etc, and for classes of ten dogs;

5, 4, 3, 2, 1).

However, in addition to the above the following rules will apply:

In order to score points, competitors must complete the course

(a) with 5 points or less.

(b) within the course time set by the judge.

(c) within 115% of the winning dogs time.

(i.e. if the winning time is 35 seconds, competitors will score points provided

they are placed as above, have 5 faults or less and have completed the

course in 40.25 seconds or less.)

If in the judgment of the Team Manager, not enough dogs meet the minimum standard required to field a full team then a team for that height category will not be entered. However, dogs/handlers may still be considered for entry in the individual competition in this height category.

The team Manager may also choose a total of three dogs, of any height category, to travel as reserve/individuals. 

If only three dogs are selected in any height category, the Team manager may, at his discretion select a ‘non-travelling’ reserve, who could be slotted in at the last minute, should one of the original team not be able to attend the Championships
Summary of main F.C.I. Regulations (Copy of Regulations may be obtained from Janet Daly at the Kennel Club)

Hurdle heights: Small dogs: 25 - 35cm • Medium dogs: 35 - 45cm

Large dogs: 55 - 65cm

Spread jumps: Small dogs: 30cm • Medium dogs: 40cm • Large dogs: 55cm

Combination jumps: A maximum three hurdles counting as one obstacle. They

should have a distance of a minimum of 4.50m and a maximum of 7m between

them. These combination jumps can only consist of hurdles with poles.

Long Jumps: Small dogs: 2 units, 40 - 50cm • Medium dogs: 3 - 4 units,

70 - 90cm • Large dogs: 4 - 5 units, 1.2 - 1.5m in length.

Tyre: Aperture diameter 38 - 60cm, Height of the centre being : large dogs, 80cm, and

medium and small dogs 55cm.

Weaving Poles: 8, 10 or 12. For the World Championships they must be placed

60cm apart.

Standard Markings

Knockdowns: It is a fault each time any part of the obstacle is knocked down,

until the dog has cleared the next obstacle.

Refusals: Will be faulted with a refusal if a dog (includes)

a. stops in front of an obstacle;

b. stops on the course;

c. runs out or runs by an obstacle;

d. jumps between tyre and frame;

e. walks through the long jump;

f. puts head or paw in a tunnel and comes back out again.

Table: There will be a 5 second wait with the dog in any position, which may be

changed during the wait. The dog must get on the table from either the front or

the sides. If the dog passes the table, and gets on from behind, it will be

penalised with a refusal.

Dog Walk and A Frame: A dog that alights from the obstacle before touching the

descending ramp with four paws will be penalised with a refusal.

See-saw: The dog that jumps off the obstacle before passing the pivot point will

be penalised with a refusal. The see-saw must touch the ground before the dog

alights from the obstacle, otherwise it will incur 5 faults.

Weaving Poles: Each incorrect entry will be penalised with a refusal. For further

errors a dog should only be penalised once, with a fault.

Back weaving (more than two gates) will result in elimination.

Long Jump: Walking through, running past, jumping in from or out to the side and

not traversing the complete obstacle will be penalised with a refusal.

Banking or knocking down one of the units, as well as a foot or feet landing

between the units will be penalised with a fault.

Combination Jumps: Each hurdle that is part of the combination is judged

separately. A fault or a refusal can be incurred on each element. Should the dog

get a refusal on one of the elements, then the whole combination must be

restarted. Failure to do so will result in elimination.

Eliminations: The usual regulations as well as: unseemly behaviour towards the

judge; handler negotiating an obstacle; handler holding something in the hand; dog

leaving the ring; exceeding the Maximum Course Time; forgetting to take an

obstacle; stopping on the course (unless instructed by the judge); dog no longer

under control.

Show Regulations

Please note regulations in block letters, as they vary from the normal regulations.

1. Dogs entered at this qualifying competition must be registered on the Kennel Club Breed Register.

2. The Committee reserves itself the right to refuse entries.

3. Puppies under 18 months of age on the first day of the show are not eligible to compete at Kennel Club Licensed    
Agility Tests.

4. ‘Not for competition’ entries will be accepted for dog's aged four calendar months and over. Dogs must be Kennel 
Club registered with their details on the entry form.

5. The mating of bitches within the precinct of the show is forbidden.

6. No person shall carry out punitive correction or harsh handling of a dog at any time within the boundaries of the 
show.

7. Bitches in season will be permitted to run at the end of the class.

8. Dogs must not wear slip chains, collars or leads when under test.

9. Should a Judge be unable to fulfil the appointment to judge, the committee reserves the right to appoint another 
Judge.

10. No competitor shall impugn the decision of the Judge or Judges.

11. F. C. I. Agility Rules will apply.
12. Withdrawal of dogs from Test. - A dog shall be withdrawn from competition and removed from the Test if it is 

a.   Suffering from any infectious diseases or contagious disease.

b.   Interfering with the safety or chance of winning of an opponent.

c.   Of such temperament or is so much out of hand as to be a danger to the safety of any person or other animal.

d.   Likely to cause suffering to the dog if it continues competing.

13. In estimating the number of awards won, all wins up to and including 7 days  before the date of closing of entries 
  shall be counted when entering for any class  (11th June 2005).

14. It is the competitor's responsibility to be available for their class and running order.

15. Dogs must be run in the order in which they are drawn.

16. Should circumstances so dictate, the Society, in consultation with the judges, may alter arrangements as 
 
  necessary. Such changes and the circumstances surrounding them must be reported to the Kennel Club.

17. A dog, at the time of entry for the Competition, must be registered as required by the Kennel Club Rules &      
 Regulations in the competitor's name (or registration or transfer applied for). In the case of a partnership the full 
name of every partner must be given. In the case of dogs recorded as owned by a Limited Company, the

    Directors and Secretary of the Limited Company will jointly be considered for the purposes of the Regulations. A 
dog acquired subsequent to entries having been made at a Competition may compete as the new owners property 
provided that an application for the transfer has been forwarded to the Kennel Club before the Competition, and 
the new owner has undertaken to abide by the Regulations and  Conditions of the original entry form.

18. Food shall not be carried in the hand or given to a dog in the ring.

19. Animals at Event. - No animal other than one officially entered shall be brought into the precincts of the event  
  during its continuance, except any dogs registered to assist the disabled, or dogs required for educational or  
   instructional purposes, or by permission of the Kennel Club.

20. Competitors are reminded of the suffering that can be caused when dogs are left in cars on sunny days. 
   
  Remedial action will be taken in the event of dogs found in a distressed condition

21. All dogs will be entered at this Show at their owners risk. Whilst the Committee/helpers will undertake every care, 
  they will not take responsibility for loss, damage or injury howsoever caused to dogs, persons or property.

22. Please clear up after your dog, or the Show Manager will ask you to leave the show ground.

Directions to Show

From the M1 South:
Junction 17. Take M45; onto the A45 (T) turn left onto A 445. (Towards Leamington Spa). The Sports Connexion is on the left-hand side of this road (well signed).

From the M1 North:

Junction 21. Take the M69 towards Coventry. Follow signs for the A46 Coventry Airport until you reach the roundabout at the junction with the A45, take the first exit towards London/M45. Immediately after the Shell Garage  take the slip road on the left towards Southam A423. Go past the entrance to the Peugeot Garage on the roundabout. Continue on to the next roundabout (about 1 mile) and take the first exit, the turning for the Sports Connexion is on the right after about 200 yards. 

From the M40:

Junction 15. Take A445 through Leamington Spa. The Sports Connexion is on the right after crossing the A 423.
